ADDITION OF MEMBERSHIP DURING THE CURRENT AGREEMENT TIME FRAME:

Institutions joining during the timeframe of the current Chesapeake Bay Perioperative Consortium Agreement will begin the date they sign and will end when the current Agreement ends. These institutions will be listed in the ADDEDIUM portion of this Agreement and will be added as they join.

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE:

The mission of the CHESAPEAKE BAY PERIOPERATIVE CONSORTIUM is to provide educational opportunities for the enhancement of patient care within a culturally diverse population. It is devoted to the professional development of the perioperative nurse. Specifically the Consortium will minimize duplication of perioperative educational programs, consolidate existing educational resources, implement high quality, cost effective programming, responsive to the needs of the program participants, create and provide an environment conducive to the sharing of perioperative nursing experiences, develop a core curriculum consistent with AORN and ASPAN clinical standards of practice and based upon current clinical and research data.

FACILITY ARRANGEMENTS:

Each institution will host the course on a rotating basis.  Arrangements for course location and any cost incurred will be the responsibility of the hosting institution. Responsibilities for meeting room setup, AV equipment and setup, and monitoring of the five-day course belong to the hosting institution.

PROGRAM PLANNING:

The CHESAPEAKE BAY PERIOPERATIVE CONSORTIUM will be responsible for program planning and speaker selection.  Each participating institution will have one representative in the Consortium.  The representative must attend 90% of all planning meetings.  If the representative is unable to attend, the member institution will send an alternate representative.

REGISTRATION:

Participants from member institutions of the CHESAPEAKE BAY PERIOPERATIVE CONSORTIUM will attend the course free of charge.  Registration is limited to three participants per member institution.  Should a member institution request additional participant slots, every effort will be made to accommodate these requests by filling unused participant slots.  Participants from non-member institutions may register for the course for a fee of $50.00 per day, space permitting.  Funds obtained through non-member registration fees will be placed in an account for the CHESAPEAKE BAY PERIOPERATIVE CONSORTIUM use only.

FINANCIAL ARRANGEMENTS:

Each participating institution within the CHESAPEAKE BAY PERIOPERATIVE CONSORTIUM will be responsible for the cost of reproduction of printed materials and binders for participants from their own institution as well as any compensation of instructors provided by that institution.  The CHESAPEAKE BAY PERIOPERATIVE CONSORTIUM will be responsible for the reproduction of printed materials and binders for non-member participants.  There will be an enrollment fee of $300.00 for new member institutions and institutions who have let previous membership lapse.

PROMOTION:

All participating institutions agree to abide by the Guiding Principles as noted in the New Members Packet of the CHESAPEAKE BAY PERIOPERATIVE CONSORTIUM as the Member Responsibility and the terms of this Agreement.  In the event a participating institution fails to fulfill the outlined requirements, the institution will be suspended from the CHESAPEAKE BAY PERIOPERATIVE CONSORTIUM until the time at which the requirements can be fulfilled.  While on suspension, guidelines for non-member institutions will apply.

TERM/TERMINATION:

1. The initial term of this Agreement shall be two (2) years, commencing July 1, 2016.
2. Except as otherwise provided herein, either party may terminate this Agreement at any time without cause upon at least thirty (30) days prior written notice.
